     The basic goal of education is not the transmittal of a body of facts and information.  In-
stead, education is a means for assisting the child in maximizing his or her innate human poten-
tial and coping effectively with life.  A good education teaches children how to teach them-
selves.  It generates a love and enthusiasm for learning that lasts a lifetime.  The self-fulfillment 
that results from a good education enables a child to face life’s inevitable challenges with a 
sense of control and competency.  As a parent you must be involved in providing this education 
for your child, and you must begin the process at birth.  You cannot leave the job to the school.  
Parents and teachers working as a team provide a good education for the children.  Here are 
some suggestions on how parents can encourage education in their children’s daily lives. 

· Verbal ability is closely related to success in the language arts, particularly in reading.  
From birth spend time encouraging your child to talk. 

· Parents should begin reading to children at birth and continue through childhood.  This 
activity transmits a love of learning and enthusiasm for reading.  They key is to select ma-
terial appropriate for the child’s age and interests. 

· Once your child starts school your job is not to teach from scratch, but rather to reinforce 
and extend the material that is presented by the teacher.  If you study the work your child 
brings home, you will soon see the sequence of learning.  Corrected papers and homework 
also tell you where the child needs help.  Just listening to your child read and then asking 
some comprehension questions can be a tremendous benefit.  If you hit a snag, don’t hesi-
tate to contact your child’s teacher. 

· Children’s learning is greatly affected by a number of variables - one of which is the emo-
tional climate in the home.  If your family is experiencing unusual difficulty or grief, inform 
the teacher. 

· Children love deserved, sincere praise.  Often-repeated meaningless words, such as great 
or good job have no effect.  Children know when they have earned praise and when some-
one is patronizing them.  When you offer praise, comment specifically on what you liked 
about the child’s accomplishment.
